Objectives:
1. Students will be able to work independently in groups on their Culminating Projects for Macbeth.
2. Students will be able to write, perform, script, and create a Culminating Project based on the assignment and rubric for the ending project to Macbeth.

· Assignment sheet for Culminating Project

Procedures:

A.)  Anticipatory Set/Opening (3 minutes)
Give students time to get together with their group and ask any questions that they have before working.  The next two days are work periods for the students so make it known that they need to be on task and productive or they will not have the time to work.
B.)  Development of Lesson (40 minutes)
1.  Write the homework on the board

2.  Anticipatory Set
3.  Students will have these two days to plan, write scripts, work on their projects, and generally set the groundwork for their culminating Macbeth projects
4.  The teacher will move around and supervise

5.  Remember to remind students of what they will need to do for each activity option

6.  Provide feedback and guidance to students as needed

7.  Remind students of the due date, APRIL 28TH, for this project to be presented

8.  Have extra copies of the assignment sheet on hand

9.  Students should not be off-task…if they are, refocus them or ask them to be rereading the play to look for ideas to use

10.  Closure
C.) Closure

Ask students to evaluate their own performance on the project so far.  How would they rate themselves and the work they have accomplished?  Are they merely doing the work to do it or are they “getting into it?”
