Shakespeare Unit:  A View of a Ghost and a “Malady”
Class/Subject:  Academic English IV


Date:  4/10/08
Period:  8/9, 10, 11

Time:  30 minutes
Objectives:
1. Students will be able to examine, identify, and generate the plot structure of the “banquet scene” of Macbeth with a Movie Focus Plot Structure worksheet.
2. Students will be able to view and comprehend the “banquet scene” of Macbeth (Act 3.4, 3.5) using two versions of the play.

3. Students will be able to formulate their own personal beliefs about ghosts and its relation to the play.

Materials/Equipment:

· Copy of Macbeth
· VCR/DVD player/LCD projector/TV
· Copy of 2 different Macbeth movies (Polanski or International, and BBC versions)
· Movie viewing focus sheet

Procedures:

A.)  Anticipatory Set/Opening (3 minutes)
Tell students to think/pair/share what they thought of Macbeth’s reaction to the ghost of Banquo yesterday.  What do they see is important about this scene?  How might it affect the outcome of the play?  What is it saying about Macbeth?  Is he guilt-ridden?

B.)  Development of Lesson (40 minutes)
1.  Prior to the lesson, the teacher will write any homework or journal assignments on the board
2.  Begin class by opening with the Anticipatory Set

3.  Corral students back to start the lesson
4.  Make sure that the LCD projector/DVD player/VCR is plugged in

5.  Show the students two different versions of the “banquet scene” involving Banquo’s ghost

6.  Distribute the Movie Focus sheet for students to complete while watching


a. Explain to students the directions for the sheet (printed on the sheet)
b. Collect these when the students are finished viewing for an in-class grade

7.  Have both versions of Macbeth cued up (18 minutes)


a. The BBC version should be cued up to:

b. Show either the Polanski version (cued to:              ) or the International version (cued to:                )
c. Ask students to pay attention to the actors’ portrayal of Macbeth’s madness

d. Have students focus on Lady Macbeth’s response to her husband’s “problem”

8.  Have the students read Act 3.5 silently at their seats

a. What is the purpose of this scene?  Why does Shakespeare introduce another “witch-type” character?  How do you view the supernatural in terms of the play?  Does this add to the affect of the witches and their weight they’ve placed on Macbeth?

b. Be sure and ask students to compare this scene with the witches from the previous scene with them.  How are they different with the character of Hecate as opposed to Macbeth?

9.  Move the students into the Closure section of the lesson

C.) Closure/Independent Practice (4 minutes)
Ask students to brainstorm/write about their experiences with ghosts.  Do they believe in them?  How does the character of Macbeth (do you think) view ghosts?  What is the reason for belief in the supernatural?

HOMEWORK:  Read Act 3.6
Evaluation:

· How on task were the students?  Did the Movie Focus sheet keep them attentive to the movie?
· Could students reflect on the varying differences between the witches’ scene of today and the past one?  What of the character of Hecate?

· Were all of the educational objectives met by this lesson?
